School Supplies List 2024-2025 SHARKS
Essentials can be new or recycled from previous use/years.

LABEL THE FOLLOWING ITEMS:
Extra pair of running shoes (to be kept at school)
Large fabric pencil cases with a zipper
Pair of headphones with microphone (small plug that fits in iPad with survivor case)
Stylus (without pen option)
Duo-tangs (2 red, 2 green, 1 blue, 1 yellow, 1 orange, 1 black)
Plastic duo-tangs with pocket folders
4 HB Pencils sharpened
Sets of 16 classic-coloured markers (thick)
Set of 24 sharpened wooden coloured pencils
JUMBO glue sticks
White vinyl erasers
Highlighters (1 yellow, 1 pink, 1 blue and 1 green, 1 orange)
Dry-erase markers (2 blue + 2 black) 2 fine tip & 2 chisel tip
0 Clear, top-loading, sheet protectors (to put in 3-hole duo-tang)
1 30cm ruler (metric only ruler, no inches)
1 Pair of scissors
2 Pencil sharpeners (with attached receptacle for shavings)
1 Science Scrapbook - 12” x 10” Manila paper with approx. 30 pages
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Art Class Supplies: Please put all these items in a zipper locking plastic bag labelled “ART CLASS”
with your child’s name and grade. These items will remain in the ART room.

2 Erasers

10 HB pencils (sharpened)

2 Large glue sticks

2 BLACK permanent markers

Please label all items with your child’s name before the first day of school.

5 pencils, 1 eraser, 1 pencil sharpener, 1 glue stick and a pair of scissors should be placed in one pencil case. The wooden
coloured pencils and 1 package of markers should be placed in the other pencil case.

All other items should be labelled individually and placed in a large zipper seal bag identified with your child’s name. Please
remove all extra pencils, markers, etc. from their boxes and wrap them with elastic bands.

It is possible that extra supplies may be requested and/or need to be replenished during the school year.
